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An open communication is a fundamental aspect of successful health care. Unfortunately, there is often a wide gap in patient-physician communication, especially in developing and underdeveloped countries. Education, culture and socioeconomic context might contribute to how many health issues are dealt with.
This study aimed to determine the correlation between the core concepts of the well-established Health Belief Model in applying the newly developed Indonesian Model of Assertive Communication called “CERDAS”.
We found there is a significant correlation between perceived susceptibility, perceived severity, perceived benefits and perceived barriers, as well as cues to action with self efficacy in applying the new Model of Assertive Patient-Physician Communication, “CERDAS”.
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
